An indoor house cat, who got lost on a family outing, managed to come back to her home town after traveling about 200 miles over two months.

“It is unbelievable that Holly found her way home for herself. It’s really a riddle. Her pads(肉趾) on her feet were bleeding,” Her owner Ms Richter said. “Her claws (爪子) are worn down. Her front ones are really sharp, but her back ones are worn down to nothing.” Even scientists are also baffled by how Holly, a 4-year-old cat, who became separated from her owners Jacob and Bonnie Richter in Daytona Beach, Florida, in early November, actually appeared on New Year’s Eve after two months. At that time, Holly was seen playing in a family’s backyard about a mile from the Richters’ house in West Palm Beach. She was weak and exhausted. 

“Are you sure it’s the same cat?” John Bradshaw, director of the Anthrozoology Institute at the University of Bristol in England, asked the New York Times. But Holly not only wears unique black-and-brown fur but also has an implanted microchip to identify her.
Dr. Bradshaw thinks Holly may have gotten a lift, and perhaps hid in a corner of a truck heading down Florida’s I-95. However, the condition of her paws suggests Holly didn’t get a ride during her way home, nor did she travel easily.

Scientists say it is more common, although still rare, to hear of dogs returning home. Dr. Bradshaw said that dogs may have acquired their genetic relative wolves’ ability to distinguish special clues. But it is also possible that dogs get taken on more family trips, and that lost dogs are more easily noticed by people along the way, scientists say. Cats, on the other hand, typically act as good guides around familiar landscapes, memorizing sign posts and locations by sight and smell, Dr. Bradshaw told the New York Times. However, there is little scientific knowledge about a cat guide.

I recently heard a story from Stephen Glenn about a famous research scientist who had made several very important medical breakthroughs. He was being interviewed by a newspaper reporter who asked him why he thought he was able to be so much more creative than the average person. What set him so far apart from others?

He responded that, in his opinion, it all came from an experience with his mother that occurred when he was about two years old. He had been trying to remove a bottle of milk from the refrigerator when he lost his grip (抓不住) on the slippery bottle and it fell, spilling its contents all over the kitchen floor -- a real sea of milk!

When his mother came into the kitchen, instead of yelling at him, giving him a lecture or punishing him, she said, "Robert, what a great and wonderful mess you have made! I have rarely seen such a huge puddle of milk. Well, the damage has already been done. Would you like to get down and play in the milk for a few minutes before we clean it up?"

Indeed, he did. After a few minutes, his mother said, "You know, Robert, whenever you make a mess like this, eventually you have to clean it up and restore everything to its proper order. So, how would you like to do that? We could use a sponge, a towel or a mop. Which do you prefer?" He chose the sponge and together they cleaned up the spilled milk.

His mother then said, "You know, what we have here is a failed experiment in how to effectively carry a big milk bottle with two tiny hands. Let's go out in the back yard and fill the bottle with water and see if you can discover a way to carry it without dropping it." The little boy learned that if he grasped the bottle at the top near the lip with both hands, he could carry it without dropping it. What a wonderful lesson!

This famous scientist then remarked that it was at that moment that he knew he didn't need to be afraid to make mistakes. Instead, he learned that mistakes were just opportunities for learning something new, which is, after all, what scientific experiments are all about. Even if the experiment "doesn't work," we usually learn something valuable from it.

Though most of us spend a lifetime pursuing (追求) happiness, new research is showing that that goal may be largely out of our control. Two new studies this month add to a growing body of evidence that factors like genes and age may impact our general well-being more than our best day-to-day attempts at joy

In one study, researchers at the University of Edinburgh suggest that genes account for about 50% of the variation in people's levels of happiness — the underlying determinant being genetically determined personality traits, like “being sociable, active, stable, hardworking and conscientious,” says co-author Timothy Bates. What's more, says Bates, these happiness traits generally come as a package, so that if you have one you're likely to have them all.

Bates and his Edinburgh colleagues drew their conclusions after looking at survey data of 973 pairs of adult twins. They found that, on average, a pair of identical twins shared more personality traits than a pair of non-identical twins. And when asked how happy they were, the identical twin pairs responded much more similarly than other twins, suggesting that both happiness and personality have a strong genetic component. The study, published in Psychological Science, went one step further: it suggested that personality and happiness do not merely coexist, but that in fact born personality traits cause happiness. Twins who had similar scores in key traits — extroversion (外向性), calmness and conscientiousness (责任感), for example — had similar happiness scores; once those traits were accounted for, however, the similarity in twins' happiness scores disappeared.

Another larger study, released in January ahead of its publication in Social Science & Medicine this month, shows that whatever people's individual happiness levels, we all tend to fall into a larger, cross-cultural and global pattern of joy. According to survey data representing 2 million people in more than 70 countries, happiness typically follows a U-shaped curve (曲线): among people in their mid-40s and younger, happiness trends downward with age, then climbs back up among older people. (That shift doesn't necessarily hold for the very old with severe health problems.) Across the world, people in their 40s generally claim to be less happy than those who are younger or older, and the global happiness nadir appears to hit somewhere around 44.

第一节 完形填空 (共15小题；每小题2分，满分30分) 
本文是说明文，介绍了中国功夫，它集运动、防卫和艺术于一身，既是中国最早最持久的一种体育运动，也是中国传统文化的代表之一。

1. B 根据原词复现解题。由空格后的句子“它不同于一般的体育运动”及第一段的末尾两句记叙的“中国功夫既磨炼精神又锻炼体力”可进一步推知它是一项体育运动，故选B。
2. C 根据逻辑推断解题。该句下文记叙了功夫与一般体育运动对职业运动员的不同影响，可知它与一般的体育运动不同，故选C。
3. A 根据常识解题。该空处整句话的意思是“在田径、球类等运动中，由于职业运动员早年剧烈运动所造成的身体伤害会影响到他的后半生，所以在他三十几岁的时候就得退役”，故选A。
4. B 根据逻辑推断解题。由句意可推知，运动员在训练中所受的伤会影响到他以后的生活，故B项最贴切。

5. D 根据词语同现解题。和train意义相一致的是exercise，故选D。
6. A 根据近义复现解题。由同一段可知，“中国功夫既磨炼精神，又锻炼体力”，对身体和精神大有裨益。此处的mentally相当于spiritually，与上句中的spirit照应，故选A。
7. D 根据词语同现解题。周朝的时候学校设立并传授武术，因此武术是教育的其中一部分，故选D。
8. C 根据逻辑推断解题。句意：到了唐朝，中国功夫逐渐被引进东南亚的很多国家，故选C。
9. B 根据逻辑推断和同源词复现解题。第二段主要是介绍中国功夫的发展历史，此分句说的是“中国功夫到了明清两代取得了更大的进展”，故选B。

10. D 根据上下文语境解题。在中国功夫漫长的发展历史中，它逐渐演变成集运动、防身和艺术于一身的奇特的组合，故选D。
11. A 根据前后搭配解题。句意：全国各地兴建武术学校。establish是“建立”之意，相当于set up，故选A。

14. B 根据词语同现解题。由句后的appealing(吸引)可推知，自从电影《少林寺》播出之后，少林寺就成了很多人向往的地方。attraction意为“吸引”,故选B。
15. D 根据背景常识解题。少林寺是旅游圣地，来参观的自然是游客了，故选D。

21. why 引导一个表语从句，表示前面提到某种情况所造成的结果。

22. for 介词for与名词reason搭配，介词短语for the same reason表示“因为同样的原因”。

23. that 考查从句引导词，that此处引出的是一个同位语从句，说明signs（迹象）的具体内容，There are signs that…意思是“有迹象表明……”。

24. which考查关系代词的用法，先行词指物，在非限制性定语从句中，关系代词用which。

25. is becoming 考查时态，表示现阶段正在发生的情况用现在进行式。

Ⅱ 阅读 (共两节，满分50分)

第一节 阅读理解(共20小题；每小题2分，满分40分)

(A)我们在生活中遇到的人们会给我们的发展带来影响，而我们经历也会让我们成长，作者呼吁人们创造属于你自己的生活。

26. C 根据第一段的第二句 “You never know who these people may be…”可知答案是C。

27. B 根据第三段的第一句的 “…the success and downfalls you experience, help to create who you are and who you become”可知答案。

28. B 根据第三段的最后一句的 “If someone hurts you, betrays you, or breaks your heart, forgive them”可知。

29. A 根据最后一段的第二句的 “Appreciate every moment…”以及整段的内容Talk to people... Let yourself fall in love…Hold your head up … Tell yourself you are a great individual …等可知这段是作者呼吁读者让自己过的每一天过得有意义。

30. D 根据全文，特别是最后一段，可知文章通过人际关系和人生经历说明了我们要过好每一天。

(B)本文讲述了一只猫随主人旅行时不幸走失，但是她两个月后徒行200英里最终回家的故事。

31. D 细节理解题。由第一段可知，小猫Holly失踪两个月后又独自回到家里，故选D。

32. B 词义猜测题。由even可知本句是前几句的递进，再根据其前几句It is unbelievable that Holly found her way home for herself. It’s really a riddle可知，这只猫的主人和科学家们对于这只猫是如何回家的感到很“困惑（confused）”，简直成了一个谜，故选B。

33. A 推理判断题。根据第三段中的Are you sure it’s the same cat?和第四段中的Holly may have gotten a lift and perhaps hid in a corner of a truck可知，他对此事持怀疑态度。故选A。

34. C 写作目的题。文章最后一段主要讲述了狗与猫是如何认路的，即它们在认路方面的不同，故选C项。

35. D 细节理解题。由最后一段Cats, on the other hand, typically act as good guides around familiar landscapes, memorizing sign posts and locations by sight and smell可知，是“猫”而非“猫和狗”根据视觉和嗅觉来记忆路标和位置。故选D。

36. C 从第一段最后一句What set him so far apart from others?可知，作者是提出问题，引发读者思考，继续阅读。

37. D 第三段最后一句Would you like to get down and play in the milk for a few minutes before we clean it up可知。

38. C 从全文可知，在Stephen Glenn洒了牛奶后，妈妈从让他玩牛奶到思考怎么拿牛奶不会掉，一直都是很有耐心，并且循循诱导，因此选择C。

39. B 从最后一段的第一句he didn't need to be afraid to make mistakes可知答案。

40. C 本文所讲的是Stephen Glenn的一个童年经历，因此A不符合，而B,D都属于议论文文体类型，比较容易排除。根据第一段最后一句可知，文章是探索了Stephen Glenn的成功原因----母亲对他某次失败（洒了牛奶）的态度，因此答案选择C。

(D)本文讲述了最新调查关于基因、年龄等因素对幸福感的影响的研究结果。

42. C 根据第三段的第一句中的 “looking at survey data of 973 pairs of adult twins”可知答案。

43. B 根据最后一段的最后一句的Across the world, people in their 40s generally claim to be less happy than those who are younger or older可知答案。

44. A 前文说的是40几岁是人生最不快乐的时间，因此后面所说的44岁是人生快乐的最低谷。

45. B 文章的中心论点，是最新调查关于基因、年龄等因素对幸福感的影响的研究结果，而最后一段讲的是幸福感在人生中的曲线变化，而最后一句讲的则是40岁是人生的最低谷，下文会就这点进行解释。

Ⅲ 写作(共两节，满分40分)

第一节 基础写作 (共1小题，满分15分)

Recently, a survey on whether the network language should be used in regular classes has been carried out among all the students in my school and the results are as follows. 26% of the students are in favor of it for the reasons that the network language is fashionable, closely related to daily life and keeps up with the times, reflecting human wisdom and creativity. Besides, it draws great social concern as well as arouses students’ interest in and enthusiasm about study. However, about three quarters of the students hold the view that the network language is random, informal and irregular. In addition, it violates grammatical rules and tends to mislead students. Worse still, it has a negative impact on the traditional Chinese culture and badly affects the information of middle school students’ values.

Secondly, I think it necessary for us to call them once a week to tell them about our life and study at school. In addition, when they are unhappy, we can tell them some interesting stories to cheer them up.
