American children start their education in elementary school. Most youngsters enter

first grade at around six years of age. Young learners finish elementary school

in fifth or sixth grade. From there, students go on to junior high school until eighth or ninth grade. American complete their required education in high school after twelfth grade.

Beyond high school, Americans have many chances for further education. In contrast to other countries, the US has no national college entrance exam. Instead, private companies give exams to students. Universities decide which test students must take. In addition to test scores, university officials also consider applicants high school grades and other activities.

The American style of education, compared to that of other countries, is quite informal. American teachers encourage students to think for themselves. Instead of grading students only on test scores, teachers evaluate papers, group projects and class participation as well. Students often have to think creatively to solve problems---not just memorize facts. Students also learn how to do research by using resource materials to find their own answers.

Freedom of choice is another American value not absent from school life. In addition to their required courses, high school and college students may choose elective course.
