There is a popular belief among parents that schools are no longer interested in spelling. No school I have taught in has ever __37__spelling or considered it unimportant as a __38__skill. There are, however, vastly different ideas about how to teach it, or how much priority (优先,重点) it must be given over__39__ language development and writing ability. The problem is, how to encourage a child to __40__himself freely and confidently in writing without holding him back with the complexities of spelling.


If spelling becomes the only focal point of his teacher’s__41__, clearly a bright child will be likely to “play safe.” He will tend to write only words within his spelling range, choosing not to use adventurous language. That’s why teachers often encourage the early use of dictionaries and pay attention to __42__rather than spelling ability only. 


I was once shocked to read a teacher’s comment on the bottom of a sensitive(敏锐的) piece of writing: “This work is terrible! There are far too many spelling mistakes!” It may have been a sharp criticism of the pupil’s spelling __43__ in writing, but it was also a sad reflection on the teacher who had__44__ to read the composition which contained some beautiful expressions of the child’s deep feelings. The teacher was not wrong to __45__attention to the mistakes, but if his priorities had centered on the child’s ideas, an expression of his disappointment would have given the pupil more encouragement to seek improvement.

The Library Hotel is a luxury hotel in the heart of New York City. It is a favorite for people who look for a quiet place from the hustle and bustle. Housed in a 1900 building and designed to feel more like a private club than a hotel, it has a distinctive (显著的) library theme (主题) and possesses over 6,000 books.

The hotel has 60 guest rooms located on ten separate floors (from floor 3 to floor 12) each dedicated to one of the ten classifications of knowledge: Social Science, Language, Math and Science, Technology, The Arts, Literature, History, General Knowledge, Philosophy and Religion. Besides the guest rooms, the hotel has several public rooms where guests can pick up a book and read as they would do in a library. In the Reading Room, guests can enjoy free food throughout the day. Two other library-style rooms include a sparkling greenhouse, called the Poetry Garden, and a sitting room with a working fireplace, called Writer's Den.
