    Deserts are found where there is little rainfall or where rain for a whole year falls in only a few weeks' time. Ten inches of rain may be enough for many plants to survive (存活)if the rain is spread throughout the year, If it falls, within one or two months and the rest of the year is dry, those plants may die and a desert may form.    
     Sand begins as tiny pieces of rock that get smaller and smaller as wind and weather wear them down. Sand dunes (沙丘) are formed as winds move the sand across the desert. Bit by bit, the dunes grow over the years, always moving with the winds and changing the shape. Most of them are only a few feet tall, but they can grow to be several hundred feet high.
    There is, however, much more to a desert than sand. In the deserts of the southwestern United States, cliffs (悬崖) and deep valleys were formed from thick mud that once lay beneath a sea more than millions of years ago. Over the centuries, the water dried up. Wind, sand , rain, heat and cold all wore away at the remaining rocks. The faces of the desert mountains are always changing —very, very slowly —as these forces of nature continue to work on the rock.
     Most deserts have a surprising variety of life. There are plants, animals and insects that :have adapted to life in the desert. During the heat of the day, a visitor may see very few signs of living things, but as the air begins to cool in the evening, the desert comes to life. As the sun begins to rise again in the sky, the desert once again becomes quiet and lonely.

  Everyone's had one of those days when everything seems to go wrong. Your alarm fails to go off, and you run out of gas on the way to work. At the end of the day, all you really want to do is take a hot bath and crawl into bed. At this point, some of us turn to nature's method--crying. The most common causes of crying are stress or disappointment and watching something sad on television.

     In fact, during our earliest weeks and months, we cry to have our most basic needs met. If we're too hungry, sleepy or dirty, we cry so that our parents can deal with the problem. As babies grow gradually, however, crying becomes a more popular way of expressing different needs. Babies are also believed to change their crying goals sometime around the age of 10 months. At this time, give or take, they often cry to gain attention for other reasons. Some experts believe this to be the beginning of manipulative(操纵他人的) crying. Some studies have reported that women in particular continue this move throughout life in order to manipulate others into giving them what they want--for example, forgiveness, pity or a diamond ring.

      After babyhood ends, researchers believe that girls cry more often. Frequency isn't the only side of crying that is different between the sexes. According to Women's Health magazine, men cry only when suffering major losses. The rest of the time they just get angry when they are stressed. Women, however, are more likely to tear up. Women tend to cry more loudly and with many more tears than men. This is believed to be because men have smaller tear glands(腺体) than women. People hold that crying will make man look weak, especially men. One study even reported that people believed that others would be more bothered by male crying than they would be personally. In fact, some men who cry publicly are viewed as wise. Some public figures even consider it a good public relation move to cry publicly in order to gain support.

     So how can crying actually help you? Just cry it out. As already mentioned, many people and even scientists believe crying is good.  Holding your feelings in can be dangerous over the long term. Psychologists advised that people suffering from sadness express their feelings through talking and crying, rather than keeping their feelings in check.
