   Paparazzi, or “paps”, are photographers who take pictures of famous people when they are not at the center of public attention. Paps are different from professional photographers or journalists because they never take ordinary photos.

  The goal for paparazzi is to get pictures that no one else will get and then sell the pictures to the buyer who offers the most money — normally a small newspaper, magazine or website.

  There is no law against paparazzi taking pictures in public places. However, there are laws that protect certain individuals. For example, child protection laws stop improper pictures of anyone under 16 from being published.

  There is also no law that stops paparazzi from following celebrities and taking their pictures either. However, if paps are secretly following them and taking pictures of their faces, they could get into trouble.

  Most paparazzi hang out on streets and hot spots for celebrities, waiting for the opportunity to take a picture of a star. Many stay on the streets until the early hours of the morning when celebrities are leaving nightclubs and looking a little worse for wear. However, some have other ways to make sure they get pictures. Many paps are in contact with “informers” who know the locations of celebrities at any given time. They then pass the information on to paparazzi. An informer could be anyone — from a restaurant waiter to a salesman.

  Most of the time, paparazzi get a bad reputation for following celebrities. But sometimes stars or their managers will contact paps themselves and tell them exactly where and when they will go. What a love-hate relationship between paparazzi and celebrities!

   As the first freshmen class of 2010 start their studies, the spotlight is on China’s new generation—the post-90s. Unfortunately, references in the press to the post-90s or post-80s generation are often linked to negative qualities: laziness, irresponsibility and, of course, not listening to their “elders and betters”. So are these new students destined for failure because of their lack of moral fiber?

I think not. There are two main reasons Chinese young people are often misunderstood.

First, every older generation thinks their young are the worst ever. There are even historical records of ancient Romans accusing teenagers of being particularly disobedient and not to following traditional values. Although the Roman Empire eventually collapsed, there’s no sign China is on the decline just yet, despite all those “lazy” post-80s kids who have joined the workforce. China’s young people only work hard when their tasks are interesting and meaningful. Your teachers may be disappointed that you have forgotten how to write many Chinese characters by brush, but a recent study showed the under-30s are China’s most enterprising generation.

Second, the “strange” behavior of the young is sometimes blamed on the influence of Western values. A Chinese friend of mine was even banned from listening to Western pop music such as Britney Spears when he lived at home because his mother thought it was a bad influence. He’s now happy writing full-time about fashion and music for an English-language newspaper.

Besides, if you look at history you will see traditional values never stop bad things happening: from crime and social turmoil to civil war.

A certain dislike of the younger generation is universal. Researchers in Germany last month discovered older people actually enjoy reading negative news stories about the young．When given a choice of articles, they show more interest in the negative stories about young people which seem to give them a boost in self-esteem.

Although respect for the elderly is an important part of Chinese culture, it’s not difficult to see a celebration of youth everywhere.

TV presenters and advertising models, for instance, are noticeably younger in China than in the UK—perhaps because of the rapid development of Chinese society and the modern marketplace.

So how should the youth respond to all the bad press they get? According to the German researchers, the young prefer to read positive stories about other young people．So it seems you don’t need my advice with this problem, you are already dealing with this negative news easily enough.
