Don’t you hate it when someone snubs（冷落）you by looking at their phone instead of paying  attention? The word “Phubbing”, which comes from “phone” and “snub”, describes such behavior . With popularization of smart phones, we see a new "Phubbing" group everywhere in public places: in subway, restaurants, elevators, roads, people are checking the mobile phone, ignoring the people around completely. What is worrying us is that not only young people, but also the elderly and kids are getting addicted（上瘾）to Phubbing. 
On Dec 29, a 28-year-old woman—a mother of two in Wenzhou, drowned after she fell into a river while looking at her mobile phone. A Pakistani man was killed on Dec 15, 2015, after being hit by a fast moving train while trying to take a selfie (自拍)with it on the track. Last month, Justin, a college student was shot in subway in San Francisco, the U.S. The surveillance video showed that before Justin was killed, the killer pulled out the gun several times, and even wiped his nose with it. However, nobody noticed that. The surrounding passengers all focused on their cell phones. 
Phone is the tool for communication, but now it distances people and makes them separated from each other. Therefore, someone jokes “the furthest distance in the world is not the distance between life and death, but that you don’t know I stand in front of you while you focus on the mobile.”    

Phubbing appears harmless; however, it does affect our life. 23-year-old Alex from Melbourne wrote in his blog: "I can no longer focus on what I am eating since I started twittering. My skill of food photography has improved very fast, while my interest in food drops a lot as a result."

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 I have always been confident but uncertain at the same time. I was raised to believe I could do anything I set my mind to. I had so many ideas of what I could be, from a designer to a lawyer. But I had no idea how to narrow down those dreams.

In August of 2014, I started my undergraduate degree （本科学位）at Florida State University. College was not as easy as I expected it to be. It was difficult to find a balance between my outside activities and my classroom work.

I remember the moment I found out that I had received a “D” in my math class. Something had to change. I knew I couldn’t continue to spend time on something I dearly loved: tutoring (辅导)primary school children. The heartbreak I felt made me realize how much I truly loved the feeling of giving back.

Praise is like frosting（糖衣）on a cake. A little makes it taste better and too much will ruin everything. Kids need your encouragement and love it when you recognize their achievements. Just don’t ruin their trust by leading them to believe every little thing they do is worthy of praise. When they grow up, they will find that they can’t be accepted by society and probably think it was you who made them so needy of praise.

Recently, I had the opportunity to observe a family, 5-year-old Joshua and his parents, in action. They had arrived at my office about 15 minutes early, and having returned from lunch with a few minutes to spare, I was talking with my secretary in the waiting room. As I was collecting my things to walk back to my office, I was greatly surprised by a series of Joshua’s mother’s comments. The kid was playing with some blocks on the floor, and his mother kept praising him on his progress. “Oh, Joshua, that’s such a nice stack（堆）of blocks. You are so smart!” followed by “What a great job. I couldn’t have built that when I was your age.” Then his father added, “That’s my boy”, which nearly caused my secretary to gag（窒息）. After all, the kid was 5 years old, and stacking up a few wooden blocks is not a great achievement. No wonder he was having problems following directions in school--no teacher would be able to give him the amount of attention and praise necessary to keep the child interested.

What is wrong with praising a child? Actually, it may cause a lot of harm if it is not given properly. Praising children in certain ways may set them up to become praise junkies（成瘾者）--expecting their parents or others to praise them for almost every act or feeling, rather than developing internal（内在的）measurement for self-respect and feeling of achievement. Try to give praise only when necessary, no more and no less.

第四档（10-12分）
完全完成了试题规定的任务；虽漏掉1,2个次重点，但覆盖所有主要内容；应用的语法结构和词汇能满足任务的要求；语法结构和词汇运用基本准确些许错误主要是因尝试较复杂语法结构和词汇所致；应用简单的语句间连接成分，使全文结构紧凑；达到了预期的写作目的。
第三档（7-9分）
基本完成了试题规定的任务；虽漏掉一些内容，但覆盖所有主要内容；应用的语法结构和词汇能满足任务的要求；有一些语法结构和词汇方面的错误，但不影响理解；应用简单的语句间连接成分，使全文内容连贯；整体而言，基本达到了预期的写作的目的。
第二档（4-6分）
未适当完成试题规定的任务；漏掉或未描述清楚一些主要内容，写了一些无关内容；语法结构单调，词汇项目有限；有一些语法结构或词汇方面的错误，影响了对写作内容的理解；较少使用语句间的连接成分，内容缺少连贯性；信息未能充分的传达。
第一档（1-3分）
未完成试题规定的任务；明显漏掉主要内容，写了一些无关内容，原因可能是未能理解试题要求；语法结构单调，词汇项目有限；较多语法结构和词汇方面的错误，影响对写作内容的理解；缺乏语句间的连接成分，内容不连贯；信息未能传达给读者。
第二节：概要写作（满分25分）
参考范文：
A certain amount of praise for children is positive but over-praised children will find it difficult to be accepted by society. Recently when I saw how 5-year-old Joshua was praised by his parents for doing an easy thing for his age, I realized his parents’ too praise was the cause of his problems in school. So we should give kids proper praise only when necessary.
