It allows me to travel across the high seas and along the Silk Road, all from the comfort of my own armchair, to experience, though secondhand, exciting experiences that I wouldn’t necessarily be able to have in my lifetime.

【名师点睛】

本文【小题2】属于词义猜测题，该题型为高考常考题。我们可以按照以下方法思考：

1）释义法。阅读文章中某些生词在上下文中得到解释或说明。这些解释以下定义、定语从句、标点符号（逗号/破折号/括号）、解释词（or/that is /that is to say/in other words）、表语形式出现。

2）举例法。在一些文章中，下文所举的例子（如 for example/for instance/such as/like/namely）给考生猜测词义提供线索。

3)构词法。考生依据构词法方面的知识对生词进行猜测。特别要掌握常见的前缀和后缀。
