Let children learn to judge their own work. A child learning to talk does not learn by being corrected all the time: if corrected too much, he will stop talking. He notices a thousand times a day the difference between the language he uses and the language those around him use. Bit by bit, he makes the necessary changes to make his language like other people’s. In the same way, children learn to do all the other things: they learn to do without being taught to walk, run, climb, whistle, ride a bicycle, compare their own performances with those of more skilled people, and slowly make the needed changes. 
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But in school we never give a child a chance to find out his mistakes and correct them for himself. We do it all for him. We act as if we thought that he would never notice a mistake unless it was pointed out to him, or correct it unless he was made to. Let him work out, with the help of other children if he wants it, what this word says, what the answer is to that problem, whether this is a good way of saying or doing this or not.

If it is a matter of right answer, as it may be in mathematics or science, give him the answer book. Let him correct his own papers. Why should we teachers waste time on such routine (常规) work? Our job should be to help the child when he tells us that he can’t find the way to get the right answer. Let the children learn what all educated persons must some day learn, how to measure their own understanding, and how to know what they know or do not know.

Thousands of taxi drivers in Shenyang, Liaoning Province, reportedly blocked (阻碍) streets with their cars on Sunday in protest (抗议) against unlicensed (无执照的) cars using taxi-hiring apps (打车软件) and apps-based car rental (出租) companies providing passenger services, including high-end (高端的) cars. Although the drivers also complained about the withdrawal (退出) of the fuel subsidy (燃油补贴) by the authority (管理部门), their main complaint was to make the authority aware of the loss of business because of the rising number of Internet-based car service companies.

It is not yet clear how Shenyang will deal with the problem and whether it will declare (宣布) the services offered by market leaders such as Didi Dache, a taxi-hiring app provider backed (支持) by Tencent Holdings (腾讯控股), and Kuaidi Dache illegal. But Shanghai has set a rule to ban Didi Zhuanche, or car services offered by Didi Dache from December on. 
On Wednesday, news came that Beijing will take measures to stop the illegal “taxi business” of private cars through the newly rising Internet apps, following the footsteps of Shanghai and Nanjing.

Such acts will cause a setback (挫折) to the car-hiring companies and investors. Just last month, Didi Dache got $700 million fund (基金) from global investors, including Singapore state investment company Temasek Holdings, Russian investment company DST Global and Tencent. Besides, the market is uncertain that Kuaidi Dache is about to finish its latest round of funding after getting $800 million from global investors.

Uncertain regulatory (监管), however, could affect the future of the Internet-based car-hiring services, which have become popular in most of China’s big cities. To be fair, these companies’ business model is anything but bad. For example, Didi Zhuanche works side by side with car rental companies to provide high-end car service mainly for business people through the Internet and mobile phone apps.

Every link in this business model chain has legal companies and services. Therefore, it is hard to define (下定义) it as illegal and ban it.

基本完成了试题规定的任务。虽漏掉一些内容，但覆盖所有主要内容，应用语法结构和词汇能满足任务要求。有一些语法结构或词汇方面的错误，但不影响理解。应用简单语句间的连接成分，使全文内容连贯。整体而言，基本达到了预期的写作目的。

第二档：(较差) (6—10分)

未恰当完成试题规定的任务。漏掉或未写清楚一些主要内容。写了一些无关内容。语法结构单调、词汇项目有限。有一些语法结构或词汇方面的错误，影响了对写作内容的理解。较少使用语句间的连接成分，内容缺少连贯性。信息未能传达给读者。

第一档：(差) (1—5分)

未完成试题规定的任务。明显漏掉主要内容，写了一些无关内容。语法结构单调、词汇项目有限，有较多语法结构或词汇方面的错误，影响对写作内容的理解。缺乏语句间的连接成分，内容不连贯。信息未能传达给读者。

不得分：0分

未能传达给读者任何信息。内容太少，无法评判。写的内容均与所要求内容无关或所写内容无法看清。
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
