   Life is full of surprises and you never know how things will turn out.

   Sir John Gurdon is a good example of this. As a boy, he was told he was hopeless at science and finished bottom of his class. Now, aged 79, the very same Gurdon shared the 2012 Nobel Prize in Medicine with Japanese stem cell(干细胞) researcher Shinya Yamanaka.

ziyuanku.com   Like so many scientists, Gurdon shows us where the power of curiosity and perseverance( 坚持不懈 ) can lead.

   At the age of 15 in 1948, Gurdon ranked last out of the 250 boys at his high school in biology and every other science subject, Gurdon’s high school science teacher even said that his dream of becoming a scientist was “quite ridiculous”.

   In spite of his teacher’s criticisms, Gurdon followed his curiosity and kept working hard. He went to the lab early and left later than anyone else. He experienced thousands of failures.

   “My own belief is that we will, in the end, understand everything about how cells actually work,” Gurdon said.

    In 1962, Gurdon took a cell from an adult frog and moved its genetic( 基因的 ) information into an egg cell. The egg cell then grew into a clone(克隆) of the adult frog. This technique later helped to create Dolly the sheep in 1996, the first cloned mammal in the world.

    In 2006, Gurdon’s work has developed by Yamanaka to show that a sample(样本) of a person’s skin can be used to create stem cells. Using this technique, doctors can repair a patient’s heart after a heart attack.

    “Luck favors the prepared mind,” Gurdon told the Nobel Prize Organization. “Ninety percent of the time things don’t work, but when they do, you have to catch the chance.”

   Studies suggest that texting( 发短信 ) has the power to bring people closer. Here are some suggestions that will help your kids get more satisfying results from the time they put into texting.

    Choose the topic. Texting is ideal for rapid, simple communication. Use it to let someone know you’ll be late. It is also used to share quick observations and funny jokes with friends. However, texting is not well suited to complicated( 复杂的 ) conversation or anything emotional. If you need to ask for advice, work out a problem or make an apology, pick up the phone or arrange to see each other.

    Be concise. One of the advantages of texting is that a message can be read in a moment. Keeping communication brief shows respect for the other person who is, after all, being interrupted by a buzzing phone.

     Be positive. Texting is most likely to build up interpersonal relationships when it’s used for funny, encouraging or friendly messages. Like everyone else, kids will have thoughts that are mean, rude or unkind. Encourage our child to think twice before putting those thoughts into a text. The best test: How would you feel if you received this message? Grandma’s rule still applies—“if you don’t have anything nice to say, don’t text anything at all.

    Don’t overeact. Because text messages are so short, they are easily misunderstood. If a message seems unclear, mean or unkind, don’t shoot back an angry response. Instead, the best reply is probably WNTT—We Need to Talk.

     Finally, have more communication alternatives. Be sure your child has plenty  of opportunities to develop a wide variety of communication skills including face-to-face conversation. You should ask your child to talk to friends or family members as much as possible. Children should understand that texting is just one of many ways to build up long-time relationships.

    Madame Curie, a famous woman scientist in the world, was born in a teacher’s family in Poland in 1867 and died in 1934.

    When she was young, she loved study and dreamed of being a scientist. When she was 16, she graduated from high school and at the age of 24, she went to Paris and studied in Paris University. At that time, she studied very hard and lived a simple life. Because she devoted all her life to scientific research, she won the 1903 Nobel Prize in physics and the 1911 Nobel Prize in chemistry.
