Digital wallets have been called the future of real-world payment technology. With major players like Alipay, WecChat and Apple Pay becoming popular, it seems to be a safe bet that a change in consumer payment technology is coming soon.


A recent study by Citi Retail Services found that a growing number of people are embracing digital wallets, due in large part to their convenience and ease of use , “There’s no question 2016 will be an important year as digital wallets gain more acceptance.”, Leslie MeNamara, managing director of partner management, Citi Retail Services, noted.


Last month, CNN reporter Will Ripley experience a day in Beijing without his wallet. “In China’s largest cities, you can definitely survive without carrying a pocket full of cash and credit cards- as long as you’ve got your smartphone,” he wrote. “A huge number of businesses in Beijing accept mobile payments.”

He paid for breakfast by scanning a QR code on the window of a hole-in-the –wall restaurant. All he had to do was enter a password and the transaction (交易) was completed. Then he also used his phone to pay for movies tickets, buy takeout food, order goods for delivery.

In fact, he was not the only one to enjoy this convenience. His assistant Shen Lu also paid her household water bill with her mobile phone. In seconds, she was able to transfer funds( 存款) from one of several linked accounts.

Unlike the situations in the US and other countries, “China doesn’t have a really money-making credit card system”. Gu Yu, co-founder of the new payment app Mileslife, told CNN. “So Chinese people just skipped credit cards and went straight to mobile payments.”

Gu also pointed out the advantages of mobile payments. “No coins or bills that can be lost or stolen, electronic receipts, the ease of keeping track of spending and of course, no wallet taking up space.” he said

Ryan joined the Navy when he was 20 years old, and was sent to Iraq soon. He served on a team that disarmed roadside bombs, and when those bombs exploded, they would rush to the scene to clear any remaining explosives. In recognition of this veteran’s(老兵)incredible valour, Ryan was awarded a Bronze Star and an Army Commendation Medal.


But when Ryan returned home after the war, the misery stayed with him. He had constant splitting headaches, nightmares and panic attacks, and his ears just wouldn’t stop ringing. One night, he finally hit rock bottom and decided to take his own life.


Ryan’s experience isn’t unique, roughly one in five adults—more than 40 million Americans—suffer from a mental health condition like depression or sorrow. These conditions affect people of every age and every background.


Sadly, too often, the stigma (污名) around mental health stops people who need help from seeking it. But that simply doesn’t make any sense. We don’t consider taking medicine for a cold something to be ashamed of. Similarly, we shouldn’t treat mental health conditions any differently. Instead, we should make it clear that getting help isn’t a sign of weakness—it’s a sign of strength.


That’s why, last year, we worked with an organization called Give an Hour to launch the Campaign to Change Direction to raise awareness about mental health. As part of this effort, we released a list of Five Signs to help people recognize when someone needs help. Signs like agitation, withdrawal, hopelessness, a decline in personal care and a change in personality can be indications that someone is dealing with a mental-health issue.


That brings me back to Ryan. Thankfully, Ryan didn’t end his life that night. Instead, he gathered the courage to ask me for help. Now he has become a successful merchant.


We need to have the courage to reach out and get help ourselves when we need it. And we also need to recognize that our mental health is just as important as our physical health.

China launched the Shenzhou XI manned spacecraft on October 17 to transport two astronauts to the Tiangong II space laboratory.


The spacecraft was sent skyward at 7:30 am on top of a Long March 2F rocket from the Jiuquan Satellite Launch Center in Northwest China. It is carrying two male astronauts – 49-year-old Jing Haipeng and 37-year-old Chen Dong.


After the launch, the spacecraft will travel two days before docking (对接) with the Tiangong II, which was lifted from the Jiuquan center in mid-September. Then the astronauts will enter the space lab and stay there for 30 days, which will be the longest space stay by Chinese astronauts.


The core tasks of the Shenzhou XI mission are to test docking technologies for the country's planned space station, to check the life-support capability of the spacecraft-space lab combination as well as conduct scientific research and test engineering experiments, according to Wu Ping, deputy director of the China Manned Space Agency.


Prior to (在...之前) the Shenzhou XI, China had sent five spacecraft and 10 astronauts to space since 2003, when it lifted the Shenzhou V to carry the nation's first astronaut Yang Liwei, who is now a senior space official, into space.


China is the third country in the world that has independently fulfilled manned spaceflight following the former Soviet Union and the United States.


China's manned space program, a source of national pride, aims to place a permanent manned space station, which will consist of three parts — a core module attached to two labs, each weighing about 20 metric tons —into service around 2022, according to the manned space agency.
