City Lights, San Francisco, United States

City Lights, a bookstore-publisher combination specializing in world literature, arts and politics, is still one of the world's greatest bookshops since its establishment in 1953. It became well-known for publishing Allen Ginsberg's influential collection "Howl and Other Poems". Having been a gathering place for American literary icons(偶像), like Jack Kerouac and Allen Ginsberg, this "Literary Landmark" attracts book lovers from across the country and around the world.

El Ateneo Grand Splendid, Buenos Aires, Argentina

Occupying a 1920s theatre in the city's downtown, El Ateneo Grand Splendid has kept the original furnishings---original balconies, painted ceilings, shining carvings and deep red stage curtains---and added books. The former theatre boxes became reading rooms. Putting your fingers on pages, enjoying the cosy atmosphere of the cafe on the stage between red velvet curtains, will be definitely perfect time.

Livraria Lello, Porto, Portugal

First opened in 1906, it is in Portugal's second city, Porto. Its front with a beautiful design, complicated decoration and volumes of books attract many admirers. The lazy red staircase is the centerpiece of this amazing shop, which winds up to the first floor like a flower. Books are available in English, Portuguese and French. A small cafe upstairs is a great place to quietly read your new book and enjoy a selection of coffees, wine and cigars.

Shakespeare &Company, Paris, France

Originally established in 1919 by Sylvia Beach, it is a combination of a bookstore and a reading library, specializing in English-language literature. In the 1920s, the store was a meeting point for literary icons such as Ezra Pound, Ernest Hemingway and James Joyce. Located in the 5th District, in Paris's Left Bank, the current store was opened in 1951, named after and in honor of the earlier store closed during World War II. It is a cosy place to admire the packed shelves and poetic posters.

According to The Huffington Post, an outdoor run in winter, as opposed to one on a treadmill（跑步机）,burns more calories because the body is working hard to regulate（调节）its core temperature. Furthermore, research shows that race times are faster in cold weather than in warmer temperatures and quicker runs burn more calories. Similarly, cold weather also makes the heart work harder to distribute blood through the body, making that vital muscle even stronger.

Outdoor exercise also turns up your energy and rids you of the stress and depression that build up every day. The heat and humidity in summer can drag you down and tire you faster, but cold weather is refreshing. It adjusts you to your surroundings, making you feel alive.

Of course, the threat of smog in some built-up areas is a further hurdle to winter exercise. Heart attacks, strokes, lung cancer and asthma are all dangers of running in smog. The combination of air pollution and exercise increases the potential problems. Tea，the most typical English drink，became established in Britain because of the influence of   a foreign princess，Catherine of Braganza，the queen of Charles II．As a lover of tea since her childhood in Portugal，she brought tea-drinking to the English royal court and set a trend for the beverage in the 17th century．The fashion soon spread beyond the circle of the nobility to the middle classes，and tea became a popular drink at the London coffee houses where people met to do business and discuss events of the day．Many employers served a cup of tea to their workers in the middle of the morning，thus inventing a lasting British institution，the“tea break．”However，drinking tea in social settings outside the workplace was beyond the means of the majority of British people．It came with a high price tag and tea was taxed as well．

Around 1800，the seventh Duchess of Bedford，Anne Maria，began the popular practice of“afternoon tea，”a ceremony taking place at about four o’clock．Until then，people did not usually eat or drink anything between lunch and dinner．At approximately the same time，the Earl of Sandwich popularized a new way of eating bread—in thin slices, with something like jam or cucumbers between them．Before long，a small meal at the end of the afternoon，involving tea and sandwiches, became part of the British way of life．

As tea became much cheaper during the 19th century, its popularity spread right through all corners of the British society. Thus, tea became Britain’s favorite drink. In working-class households，it was served with the main meal of the day，eaten when workers returned home after a day’s labor．This meal has become known as“high tea．”Today，tea can be drunk at any time of the day，and accounts for over two-fifths of all drinks consumed in Britain---with the exception of water．
