    It has been found in two recent studies that punishment is not the best way to influence behavior.

One showed that adults are much more cooperative if they work in a system based on rewards. Researchers at Harvard University in the United States and the Stockholm School of Economics in Sweden did the study.


They had about two hundred college students play a version of the game known as the Prisoner’ s Dilemma. The game is based on the tension between the interests of an individual and a group. The students played in groups of four. Each player could win points for the group, so they would all gain equally. But each player could also reward or punish each of the other three players. Harvard researcher David Rand says the most successful behavior proved to be cooperation. The groups that rewarded it the most earned about twice as much in the game as the groups that rewarded it the least. And the more a group punished itself, the lower its earnings. The study appeared last month in the journal Science.


The other study involved children. It was presented last month in California at a conference on violence and abuse. Researchers used intelligence tests given to two groups. More than eight hundred children were aged two to four the first time they were tested. More than seven hundred children were aged five to nine. The two groups were retested four years later, and the study compared the results with the first test. Both groups contained children whose parents used physical punishment and children whose parents did not.


The study says the IQs of the younger children who were not spanked were five points higher than those who were. In the older group, the difference was almost three points. The more they are spanked, the slower their mental development.

J Balvin, 'Energia'

J Balvin's ability to create irresistible tracks with catchy lyrics is presented on his new album Energía. The collection of upbeat rhythm ("Pierde los modales" ft. Daddy Yankee), rap beats ("Veneno") and acoustic ballads ("No hay título") on the LP -- produced by his Medellín-based team Sky, Bull Nene and Mosty. A favorite on the album is "Safari" featuring Pharrell and BIA. And yes, Balvin got Pharrell to sing in Spanish on the reggaeton track.

Beyonce, 'Lemonade'
Beyonce's latest visual album Lemonade was poetic justice for both women and the colored. It featured with a short film and the 12-track offering (her collaborators included poet Warsan Shire, Kendrick Lamar, James Blake and The Weeknd), which marked her sixth No. 1 on the Billboard 200. Standout cuts on the album include "Sorry" (which features a twerking Serena Williams, the most successful WTA player, in the video), "Hold Up" and the K. Dot-assisted "Freedom." 

Drake, 'Views'
It's finally that Views is the project that finally produced Drake's first solo No. 1 hit on the Billboard Hot 100: His fourth studio album (not counting mixtapes) is a true peak of everything the productive artist has worked toward hip-hop. It's got his best beats, his best lyrics and his best feelings (look no further than the album's opening line: "All my 'let's just be friends' are friends I don't have anymore"). It also has more hits where "One Dance" came from. 

Rihanna, 'Anti'
The no-fucks-given rule always applies with Rihanna, and her seventh studio effort Anti is no exception. Led by the infectious Drake-assisted hot hit "Work," the set spotlights the hot girl's sexy side especially on interesting tracks like "Yeah, I Said It" and "Kiss It Better." No need for Rihanna's drug of choice ("I'd rather be smoking weed," she sings on "James Joint") to get high off this LP.

China's manned spacecraft Shenzhou XI will stay in space for 33 days, the longest since the country first sent a man into the space in 2003. The mission presents more challenges in protecting astronauts' physical and mental health. A zero-gravity environment will affect the astronauts' heart and blood systems, and lead to muscle atrophy, weakened immunity and faster bone loss. These make the spacemen more vulnerable to disease. To fight the negative impacts, spacemen will use fitness equipment to practice in the space lab, and wear space suits, which produce more tension with its flexible materials, to prevent muscles weakening. Also, to relieve the stress of astronauts, psychologists, families and colleagues on the ground will communicate with them through video, audio or e-mail.

Before the mission, the astronauts carried out 33 days of closed training. Except for weightless conditions, every process in the training lab was modeled on that in the space lab. Multiple experiments will be carried out when the astronauts enter the Tiangong II space lab. The spacemen will receive in-orbit ultrasonic inspection to test their heart function, the first of its kind in China's manned space mission. They will also carry out space material experiments, space plant cultivation and in-orbit maintenance of spacecraft. After the astronauts enter the Tiangong II space lab, experiments will also be carried out to raise the public's science awareness. Three experiments, designed by secondary school students from Hong Kong, will be conducted to help students learn the changes of materials in zero-gravity environment. 

Astronauts on Shenzhou XI will have over a hundred dishes for the 33 days during the trip. They will have the same dining time as people in China for three meals a day, with delicious classic Chinese dishes. The meal menu changes every day for a 5-day period. According to Cao Ping, vice chief of nutrition and food research for astronauts center, space food won't be expired in over a year and specially sterilized water. There's also a food heater in Tiangong II for making the food taste better.

The Value of Tears


Tears can ruin make-up, bring conversation to a stop, and give you a runny nose. Tears leave you embarrassed and without energy. Still, crying is a fact of life, and your tears are very useful. Even when you're not crying, they make a film over the eye's surface.    36   


When tears fall, they reduce stress. But we tend to fight them for all sorts of reasons. “People worry about showing their emotions(情绪), afraid that once they lose control they'll never get it back.”         37     After we cry, the feelings that caused the tears often disappear. 


Sometimes people become much stressed and can't cry. Whatever emotion they are feeling—shock, anger, fear, or sadness—is being held back.                     


But everyone has the need to cry. Psychologist Vera Diamond explains that her treatment often consists of giving people permission to cry.   38     Patients practice crying just to become used to expressing emotions. She suggests safe, private places to cry, like under the bedcovers or in the car. Crying is a way of reducing tension, but people don't like it when others cry because it makes them tense.   39   And they'll do just about anything to make you stop.

In certain situations, such as at work, tears are not suitable. It's good not to cry during a tense business discussion.      40   You should also act out the whole situation again and be as noisy and angry as you like. It will help you feel better. “And,” she adds, “Once your tears have taken away the stress, you can begin to think calmly of ways to deal with the problem.”
