【5题详解】

推理判断题。根据第三段中Her mom says nothing holds her back. She lives life to the fullest. That positive energy appears to be paying off.可知她喜欢这些电影。她妈妈说没有什么能阻止她。她过着充实的生活。这种正能量似乎正在得到回报。由此可推知，Elli是个内心坚定且积极的人。故选A。

【6题详解】

推理判断题。根据倒数第二段中“We want to increase the representation of people who have until now been excluded in the media,” said Peterson, Elli’s agent. “You know, it’s about time that we welcomed different models with different disability.”可知Elli的经纪人Peterson表示：“我们希望增加那些迄今为止被排除在媒体之外的人的代表权。你知道，是时候我们欢迎不同残疾的不同模特了。”由此可推知，从Peterson的话里可以推知，媒体存在歧视。故选B。

【7题详解】

Don’t you wish those long summer days could last forever? An island in northern Norway is campaigning to do just that.

Sommary-meaning “Summer Island” -wants to throw away its watches and declare itself the world’s first time-free zone. On this island in West Troms, north of the Arctic Circle, the sun doesn’t set from May 18 right through to July 26.

The locals, having suffered the long polar night from November to January, when the sun doesn’t rise at all, make the most of these precious months, with no regard to conventional timekeeping. “When there’s constantly daylight, we act accordingly,” says islander Kjell Ove Hveding in a statement. “In the middle of the night, which city folk might call‘2 a.m. ’, you can spot children playing soccer, people painting their houses or mowing their lawns, and teens going for a swim.”

Islanders hope to be free of traditional opening hours and to introduce flexibility in school and working hours. Fishing and tourism are the main industries on this island with a population of little more than 300 people. Hveding says local fishermen and women often spend days on the ocean pursuing their catch, with little regard to timekeeping.

It’s clear they mean business. Islanders gathered at a town hall meeting to sign a petition （请愿）for a time -free zone and on June 13, Hveding met with a Norwegian official to hand over the locals’ signatures and to discuss the practical and legal challenges of the initiative. “To many of us, getting this in writing would simply mean formalizing something we have been practicing for generations.” he says.

Now, when visitors cross the bridge to the island from the mainland, they aren’t greeted with love locks like on similar bridges worldwide. The bridge is covered with watches, as people prepare for entry to the land time forgets.

细节理解题。根据第二段“On this island in West Troms, north of the Arctic Circle, the sun doesn’t set from May 18 right through to July 26.”可知，在Sommary，从5月18日到7月26日太阳都不落山，所以大约有两个月是极昼。故选A项。

【9题详解】

推理判断题。根据第三段“The locals, having suffered the long polar night from November to January, when the sun doesn’t rise at all, make the most of these precious months, with no regard to conventional timekeeping. “When there’s constantly daylight, we act accordingly,” says islander Kjell Ove Hveding in a statement. 'In the middle of the night, which city folk might call‘2 a.m. ’, you can spot children playing soccer, people painting their houses or mowing their lawns, and teens going for a swim.'”可知，在Sommary，人们并不遵循常规的生活作息，即使在半夜也有很多人出来活动和工作，可推断那里的岛民都是灵活安排时间的。故选B项。

【10题详解】

细节理解题。根据倒数第二段“Islanders gathered at a town hall meeting to sign a petition （请愿）for a time -free zone and on June 13, Hveding met with a Norwegian official to hand over the locals’ signatures and to discuss the practical and legal challenges of the initiative. ‘To many of us, getting this in writing would simply mean formalizing something we have been practicing for generations.’”he says.”可知，岛民签名请愿申请成为时间自由区，使之官方化正式化。故选B项。

【11题详解】

推理判断题。分析倒数第二段的内容可知，第一句“It’s clear they mean business.”是本段的总括句，后面的内容都是印证这句话的；根据后文的内容可知，岛民们请愿申请成为时间自由区并申请官方许可，可推断他们对待这件事情的态度是很认真严肃的。故选C项。

If you’re reading this article. It’s safe to assume you don’t need to be sold on the power of the written word. You may already be familiar with findings suggesting even children as young as six months who read books with their parents several times a week show stronger writing and reading skills four years later and score higher on intelligence tests. But latest research shows that when practiced over a lifetime, reading books can support healthy brain functioning in big ways. Simply put: word power increases brain power.

Why does reading books in particular boost your brain power while reading newspapers and magazines doesn’t? The researchers assume that chapter books encourage “deep reading”, which forces your brain to think critically and make connections from one chapter to another and to the outside world. When you make connections.so does your brain, forming new pathways between different regions in your brain. Over time, these neural （神经的）networks can promote quicker thinking and may provide a greater defense against the worst effects of cognitive （认知的）decline.

That’s not to say that magazines, newspapers, and web articles are without merit. Reading anything that fills your mind and exposes you to new words, phrases , and facts seems to carry mental benefits. New research indicates that a large vocabulary may lead to a more flexible mind by fueling what scientists call cognitive reserve. Just as your blood cells will clot （凝结）to cover a cut on your knee, cognitive reserve helps your brain cells find new mental pathways around areas damaged by stroke （脑中风）, Alzheimer’s disease and other forms of cognitive decline. This could explain why, after death, many seemingly healthy elders turn out to harbor advanced signs of Alzheimer’s disease in their brains despite showing few signs in life. It’s their cognitive reserve that allows some seniors to compensate for hidden brain damage.

【12题详解】

词义猜测题。根据第一段最后一句“word power increases brain power”可知，文字可以提高人类脑力，这也是这篇文章的主要目，由此可推断，作者认为如果读者正在阅读这篇文章，就没有必要被说服去相信和接受文字的力量了，因为强调文字的力量就是这篇文章的目的所在。故选C项。

【13题详解】

细节理解题。根据第二段的“When you make connections.so does your brain, forming new pathways between different regions in your brain. Over time, these neural （神经的）networks can promote quicker thinking and may provide a greater defense against the worst effects of cognitive （认知的）decline.”可知，人在阅读的时候建立了章节与章节、人与外界的联系，同时大脑也在不同区块之间构建联系，久而久之这些神经系统会促进更加快速的思维能力，也可能抵御认知能力的下降，从而提升脑力。故选A项。

【14题详解】

细节理解题。根据最后一段的“cognitive reserve helps your brain cells find new mental pathways around areas damaged by stroke （脑中风）, Alzheimer’s disease and other forms of cognitive decline.”及“ It’s their cognitive reserve that allows some seniors to compensate for hidden brain damage.”可知，认知保护区可以帮助脑细胞在受损区域周围寻找新的通道，弥补看不见的脑损伤带来的认知影响。故选D项。

【15题详解】

主旨大意题。第一段最后一句“word power increases brain power”是本篇文章的主旨句；再结合整篇文章内容可知，文章主要说明了阅读对于提升脑力、改善认知能力的作用，主要论述的是文字的力量。所以短文的最佳标题为“ 增加阅读量是有回报的”。故选D项。

Public schools tend to have a greater variety of activities, clubs, and sports teams than private schools because they get a certain amount of funding for this. ___18___ It is important if the sport your child plays is not very common in public schools.

Take into account teacher quality. Because public and private schools are governed by different laws and regulations, the quality of teachers can vary. ___19___ This means that every teacher your child has will have a teaching certificate. But not all teachers in private schools have one. It can be great for your child if, for example, their history teacher has a PhD in history (but no teaching certificate).

___20___ In general, compared with private schools, there are more students in a class in public schools. If you need a school that can give more attention to individual students, you might consider a private school or a smaller public school.

【16题详解】

根据上一句Choosing whether to send your children to a public or private school can be a very hard decision to make.而家长们举棋不定的原因就是它们之间的诸多差别，选项B. Private schools differ from public schools in various ways. (私立学校与公立学校有许多不同之处)符合语境，故选B。
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17题详解】

根据本段主题句Determine which subjects are important to your child(确定哪些科目对你的孩子很重要)可知，本段是有关两类学校设立的科目的差别，再根据上一句Almost all public schools follow the same curriculum, emphasizing core subjects like math, science. English and social studies, because they’re bound by law, but private schools are not(几乎所有的公立学校都遵循同样的课程，强调核心科目，如数学、科学、英语和社会学科，因为它们受法律约束，而私立学校不受法律约束)可知，私立学校可能会强调不同的科目，或者专攻某一特定类型的课程，故选E。

【18题详解】

根据下一句It is important if the sport your child plays is not very common in public schools. (如果你的孩子做的运动在公立学校不是很常见，这一点很重要)可知，私立学校有时会提供公立学校不提供的体育和活动。故选F。

【19题详解】
