Most of us have lost our wallet at some stage in our lives. But few would imagine having it returned after a nearly seven-decade gap. Edward Parker dropped his wallet in 1950 into an inaccessible spot behind a bookshelf, while working as an electrician, repairing World War Two bomb damage in the palace. The wallet stayed there until this year when a builder, doing some restoration work, finally found it.资*源%库
  The wallet is a time capsule. Its leather and webbing has long ago started to disintegrate. But it contains numerous pictures of family, invoices, receipts, old union cards, results of a chest X-ray (sent to him in 1948, the same year as the NHS was founded), a national service card dated 9 December 1944 and a medical insurance card. His business cards—E Parker, Electrical Contractor—seem almost original. Reflecting the typical methods of contact of the time, they have an address but no telephone number.
 A month ago I was speaking a press officer Lambeth Palace and he mentioned that the wallet had just been handed in. We thought it might be nice to try and work out whose it was and give it back to the family. Edward Parker is a pretty common name, but his medical card contained two places of residence—Poets Road and Springdale Road in north London. From this, Islington Council were able to find details of a marriage between Edward Parker and Constance Butler in 1947.
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 That information was enough to work out that he was still alive and in a care home in Essex, so I went to visit him. Now 89, Edward has dementia (痴呆), but he was clearly happy to get the wallet and in particular, the photographs back. He pointed out pictures of his mother and father, his brother, his cousins and his wife Constance, who was with him when I visited. He hadn't seen a picture of his father since he lost the wallet, Constance, 90, says.

Cui Yutao Yuxueyuan, a popular Chinese child-training app, and baby diaper(尿布)brand Pampers recently released in Beijing a White Paper on the Sleep Quality of Chinese Babies, which is the first of its kind in China based on big data analysis through research the app hosted and a survey involving nearly 10,000 respondents.

According to the White Paper, more than 75 percent of Chinese parents have babies who do not sleep well at night, and babies aged between 6 to 12 months in particular have restless nights and wake up multiple times at night. 
 It also says that less than 6 percent of parents know why their babies do not enjoy a deep sleep at night, and 23 percent of parents do not have the slightest idea of the reasons.
 Babies cuddled or nursed to sleep wake up more frequently in the middle of the night; waking up babies to nurse them or change diapers also greatly affects their sleep quality. 
Data also showed that parents who do not think their babies sleep well are more likely to interrupt the babies’ sleep, according to the White Paper. 
 Cui Yutao Yuxueyuan and Pampers also announced a strategic partnership and released the “Five Foolproof Tips” for Chinese parents to help their babies sleep through the night for better growth, which ask parents not to cuddle or nurse the babies to sleep, have the babies sleep in their own beds, not to pick up babies who wake up in the middle of the night immediately, and not to wake the babies up from deep sleep to feed them.

  Babies should be given peanut early—some at four months old—in order to reduce the risk of allergy (过敏), according to new US guidance.
  Studies have shown the risk of peanut allergy can be cut by more than 80% by early exposure. The National Institute of Allergy and Infectious Diseases said the new guidance was “an important step forward”.
  However, young children should not eat whole peanuts, because of the risk of choking.
  Allergy levels are rising in the US and have multiplied more than four times since 2008. It is a pattern repeated across much of the Western world as well as parts of Asia and Africa. Parents are often cautious about introducing peanut and in the past have been advised to wait until the child is three years old.
  According to the new guidelines, children with other allergies or severe eczema should start on peanut-containing foods at between four and six months old, with medical supervision. Babies with mild eczema should have peanut-containing food at about six months old. Those with no eczema or allergies can have peanut-containing food freely introduced.
  Dr. Anthony Fauci, the director of the National Institute of Allergy and Infectious Diseases, said: “We expect that the widespread guidelines by healthcare providers will prevent the development of peanut allergy in many susceptible(易受......影响的)children and eventually reduce the occurrence of peanut allergy in the United States.”
  Michael Walker, a member of the European Academy of Allergy and Clinical Immunology, said: “The guidelines are based on sound medical research carried out in the UK. UK parents should consult their family doctor, bringing attention to the guidelines if necessary, before attempting peanut allergy prevention in their babies themselves.”
  Prof. Alan Boobis, from Imperial College London, said: “The previous view that delaying the introduction of allergenic foods decreases the risk of food allergy is incorrect and… if anything, the exclusion (除去) or delayed introduction of specific allergenic foods may increase the risk of allergy to the same foods, including peanut.”

What is Strength?
