A rising population is one of the main reasons that there is global warming. Between 1650 and 1850 the population increased by 0.75 billion people going from 0.25 billion to one billion. From 1930 to the end of the century the population rose from two billion to over six billion. In just a third of the time the population rose by more than five times what it did before. It is expected that this trend in the changing population will continue and could even heighten. The growing population requires increasing amounts of energy. These energy demands and other supplies require production, which almost always involves the emission of greenhouse gases. The more the population increases the more greenhouse gases that are produced and the greater the increase in temperature.


The burning of fossil fuels is one of the best-known causes for global warming. The major reason for fossil fuels contributing so much to global warming is the release of carbon that occurs during the burning of fossil fuels. When people burn fossil fuels, they release large amounts of carbon by way of the release of carbon dioxide. The carbon dioxide in the air then leads to global warming.


Another source of carbon dioxide comes from deforestation. In forests there is a large amount of carbon that is stored in the trees and other plants. This carbon is out of the atmosphere because the trees consume the carbon from carbon dioxide. When people cut down trees, they are frequently burned. This burning releases the carbon dioxide into the atmosphere that was stored in organic matter. Even when new trees are planted, it can take up to one hundred years to make up for the carbon that was released. It is commonly thought that because trees absorb more carbon dioxide, the atmosphere experiences positive effects.

A 16-year-old in foster（寄养）care has finally found a home. His adoption （领养）caseworker (社会工作者), who has known him since he was 7, will become his adoptive mother this month.

In October 2013, Davion Only spoke in front of a church congregation (会众) in St. Petersburg, Florida, and made an   41   for adoption. He had recently learned that his   42   mother, who’d been in jail since Only was born, had died. He had spent years bouncing between foster homes（寄养）. “My name is Davion and I’ve been in foster care since I was born,” he said. “I know God hasn’t given up on me, so I’m not giving up either.”  

The   43   plea (恳求) went viral, and Only’s foster agency   44   calls from more than 10,000 people, according to the Tampa Bay Times. Only   45   traveling to Ohio to live with a minister’s family. Back in Florida, Only passed through four different   47   homes over the next year, until he called Connie Going, his adoption caseworker, to make a special   48  .

Only had known Going for nearly ten years, and had asked every year if she would adopt him but she always   49  . “I always believed there was a better family than us out there,” Going tells Yahoo Parenting. “He   50   so much in this world.”

But this past July, when Only called and asked again if she might adopt him, Going says something felt   51  . “In adoption there is a ‘claiming moment,’ when you know someone is your child. When he called me to ask, in that moment, I just knew,” she says. “When he asked me, my heart felt this   52   and I just knew he was my son.”

So Going, 52, invited Only to start spending time   53   the rest of her family — the other four children who she also adopted out of foster care.   54  , Going managed to rent a bigger home, got a lawyer, and started adoption   55   .

Only will officially join Going’s family on April 22, when the adoption   56  . “Today, I am feeling blessed and honored by being chosen to be the parent to all my children,” she says. “I work every day on being the best parent I can to them, to be patient and creative so that I can   57   all their needs.”

    A spokesperson for Eckerd, Only’s foster agency, told the Tampa Bay Times they were   58   with the new development. “We are truly thrilled that Davion has been united with his forever family.“

While Going is waiting for the newest   59   to her family to become official in the eyes of the law, she says Only is already her child. “I want him to know he is   60   loved for who he is, the way he is,” she says. “The changes he chooses to make in his life, and the choices, are his to make. As a family we will be there through it all, the good and the bad for our lifetime. He is home.”
