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[image: image2.jpg]The United Arab Emirate(URA) government announced it had elected 60 “Chief Happiness Officers” to study happiness and how to spread it abroad. Currently ranked 28th out of over150  countries surveyed in the United Nations’ 2016 World Happiness Report , the UAE wants to sit within the top five by 2021. “ We seek to create society where our people’s happiness is primary,” declared  the UAE’s Vice President and Prime Minister.

Since the new minister took office, people working in the civil service have attended a series of happiness seminars to learn more about the plan. Dubai Police has renamed its community service department the “ General Department for Community Happiness” and the force often adds” Your Security Our Happiness” to their tweets(用推特发送的信息) . Meanwhile , various government agencies have changed the language of their customer surveys to find out if people are “ happy rather than just satisfied” with the services, and some have investigated social media followers to see if their Instagram and Facebook posts bring happiness.资*源%库 ziyuanku.com
Meik Wiking, an independent think tank(智囊团) in Denmark , the country which tops the UN’s happy table, thinks governments can and should play a role in public happiness.” The aim of public policy should be to improve the quality of life for people,” he says.

Sonia Edwards, who has lived in the UAE for over a decade, says :” I think it’s a bit of a public relation gimmick to be honest. I think the government wants to be seen to be making things better through this plan but I don’t know how much effect it will really have.

Edwards in Dubai said :” There are a lot of issues here around job insecurity, workplace discrimination , high rents and expensive school fees, so if those were dealt with, we’d all be happier , but overall , happiness is not just up to the government , it ‘s also up to individuals and their own mindsets”

The Swedish Academy（瑞典皇家学院）that awards the Nobel Prize has apparently still been unable to contact Bob Dylan about his acceptance of the honor. On Thursday , Dylan gave a concert in Las Vegas and didn’t mention the fact that he had just won the world’s most honored literary award . He didn’t acknowledge it on Friday when he performed in Coachella, either. In a recent interview with The telegraph, he said that he’d “absolutely” attend the ceremony “ if it’s at all possible”, and he finally called the Academy to accept the prize though later he wrote a personal letter to the Academy, which said he would not receive the award in person at the December ceremony in Stockholm. But what would happen if Dylan had continued to screen the Academy’s calls?

Jean-Paul Sartre is the only known winner of the Nobel Prize in Literature to have declined the award voluntarily; he had written a letter to the committee in 1964 asking not to be considered at all, but these were the days before email, and the letter arrived when they had already decided to give it to him that year. Sartre believed every individual is responsible for creating a purpose for their life. By accepting the prize, Sartre would have to associate himself with the institution that honored him .” It is not the same thing if I sign Jean-Paul or if I sign Jean-Paul Sartre, Nobel Prize winner,” he complained.” A writer must refuse to allow himself to be transformed into an institution(名流), even if it takes place in the most honorable form.

Others writers have declined it because they feared persecution(迫害) .The Soviet writer Aleksandr Solzhenitsyn did not travel to Stockholm for his ceremony in 1970, because he was concerned that the Soviet Union would not allow him to return afterwards. The committee refused Solzhenitsyn’s request for a public ceremony at the Swedish Embassy in Moscow, so he initially turned down the prize , but formally accepted it in 1974 after he was exiled(放逐)

But while it is possible to refuse to accept the prize money , it isn’t possible to refuse the title. According to the statutes（法令） of the Nobel Foundation , Nobel Prizes cannot ever be returned.

     Since the sharing economy came into existence , it has been emerging in neighborhoods throughout the US and around the world and it has grown in recent years to include everything from apartment sharing to car sharing to community tool sharing.

The new form of economy often feels like a place full of well-off Millennial（千禧一代）, digital natives, who have smartphones, credit cards and reliable Internet connections. It’s easy for them to open an app, push a few buttons, and have a taxi on their doorstep within minutes, or press a few laptop keys and find the best sofa to crash on（睡觉） for a few days.

However, this new economic model could serve to benefit more than the average smartphone user. A paper released earlier this year by new York University found that those with the most to gain are the low-income participants in this new economy, “We highlight (突出强调) this finding because it speaks to what may eventually be the true promise（前景） of the sharing economy as a force that democratize（使大众化） access to a higher standard of living.” The researchers wrote in the paper, which analyzed data from a car rental app.

Renting out items is a way in which those with lower income can benefit from the sharing economy. Emily Badger wrote in The Washington post ,”The ability to make extra income off expensive items makes those less expensive, which is worth trying ,” For example, Badger notes , an extra $20 here or there for a waitress renting out her car could serve to really make her income more than a lawyer’s. That said , in the real world , there‘s yet to be strong evidence that large numbers of lower –income consumers are actually taking advantage of such service.

For individuals, the sharing economy is helping to save---- or even create--- money and time for consumers, and may even help those with less money the most. However , there’re still many limitations on advocating the sharing economy.
