Peking Duck is famous for its, thin skin, and its delicious meat, which is highly popular among all foreigners, including foreign celebrities and leaders.

Won Ton Soup

Won Ton Soup, called "Hun Dun" in Chinese, is a highly welcoming dish in China. Since China is a country of many nationalities and different cultures, each region has their own shapes for won tons. Won tons are usually boiled and served in soup, but they can also be deep- fried.

Dumplings

During the Spring Festival, Chinese families will get together and have dumpling parties. It is said that the dish was invented by Zhang Zhongjing, one of the finest Chinese physicians in history. Dumplings have a 1,800-year-long history, which is why it is one of the most popular traditional foods in China and extremely popular in Western countries. They may be cooked by boiling, steaming, simmering, frying or baking.

Egg-fried Rice

Firstly from China's ancient western regions, egg-fried rice has now become part of Chinese people's daily food. Famous for its pleasant smells, soft taste and handsome appearance, one can easily find this popular dish anywhere in China, from high class hotels to family-run restaurants on the street. While it is fairly easy to make, there are some points that should be kept in mind: use left-over rice rather than newly cooked rice for better taste. Additionally, before frying, the rice should be churned up.

细节理解题。根据第二段“High class restaurants take this dish so seriously that some even have their own duck farms and use only a special kind of duck for their specific Peking Duck dish. (高级餐厅对这道菜非常重视，有些甚至有自己的养鸭场，只使用一种特殊的鸭子制作他们独特的北京烤鸭)”可知，提供北京烤鸭的餐厅甚至有自己的农场。故选B。

【22题详解】

细节理解题。根据第四段“Dumplings have a 1,800-year-long history, which is why it is one of the most popular traditional foods in China and extremely popular in Western countries. (饺子有1800年的历史，这就是为什么它是中国最受欢迎的传统食品之一，在西方国家也非常受欢迎)”可知，因为其悠久的历史，饺子在中国和西方国家很受欢迎。故选A。

Florence, a 17-year-old senior student in High School, was busy ,composing(编曲)a song. She plans to release an album(唱片)with three other music lovers whom she met at the 2016 Campus Singing Competition. Edward, 18, is another one of the four students to make their own album. Actually, he was the one who came up with this fun idea in the first place.

"Everyone loves music. Being a good way to express our feelings and emotions, music can tell something about who we are and our experience of the world. We hope we can use our music to touch our peers(同龄人)." Edward said.

The album includes 15 songs across three themes - love, campus life, and youth, with pop and electronic music styles. The inspiration for the songs came from the students' lives. Take the song Sea of Tranquility for example - it was written by Edward during a flight back to Chengdu after he took part in the China High School Biology Olympiad in summer. "The sky is clear and the ground looks small from the plane. This scene makes me feel calm and peaceful." Edward explained.

The songs were created one by one with the efforts of the four writers. But a challenge soon appeared. The students found that they didn't have enough money to produce the album. So to cut down their budget, they used an iPad and headphones to record the songs in an empty classroom on the weekend.

Apart from reducing their cost, they also tried to raise money through crowd funding on the internet. They raised more than 7,000 dollars before the album was released in October. "Thanks to all the supporters, we'll keep working on our own music." Edward said.

【25题详解】

推理判断题。根据倒数第二段“But a challenge soon appeared. The students found that they didn't have enough money to produce the album. Do you think it enough to have eight hours of sleep per might? Napoleon didn't agree with it. His saying went something like this: "Six hours for a man, seven for a woman and eight for a fool." But Napoleon's words weren't right, either. The ideal amount of sleep is different for everyone and depends on many factors, including age and genetic makeup.

In the past 10 years, my research team has surveyed sleep behavior in more than 150,000 people. About 11 percent slept six hours or less, while only 27 percent clocked eight hours or more. Most people fell in between. Women tended to sleep longer than men, but only by 14 minutes. Bigger differences are seen when comparing various age groups. Ten-year-olds needed about nine hours of sleep, while adults older than 30, including senior citizens, averaged about seven hours. We recently-found the first gene related to sleep length—if you have one kind of this gene, you need more sleep than if you have another.

Although it's common to hear warnings about .getting too much sleep—and 80 percent of the world uses an alarm clock to wake up on workdays—it's not difficult to figure out how much sleep we need. We sometimes overeat, but we generally cannot oversleep. When we wake up naturally, feeling comfortable, we have slept enough. In our modern society, we sleep about two hours less per night than 50 years ago. This sleep deprivation greatly decreases our work performance and harms our health and memory.

His saying went something like this: "Six hours for a man, seven for a woman and eight for a fool." But Napoleon's words weren't right, either. 细节理解题。根据第二段中“About 11 percent slept six hours or less, while only 27 percent clocked eight hours or more. Most people fell in between.(约11%的人睡6个小时或更短，只有27%的人睡8个小时或更久。大多数人介于两者之间)”可知，大多数人睡6到8个小时。故选C。

【30题详解】

词义猜测题。根据画线词上文“In our modern society, we sleep about two hours less per night than 50 years ago.(在现代社会，我们每晚的睡眠时间比50年前少了大约两个小时)”以及后文“greatly decreases our work performance and harms our health and memory”可知，现在的人们比以前少睡了两个小时，即睡眠不足，这种睡眠不足会大大降低我们的工作表现，损害我们的健康和记忆力。故画线词意思是“睡眠不足”。故选C。

【31题详解】

推理判断题。根据第二段中“In the past 10 years, my research team has surveyed sleep behavior in more than 150,000 people.( 在过去的10年里，我的研究团队调查了超过15万人的睡眠行为)”结合文章主要介绍了一项调查了超过15万人的睡眠研究，介绍了其研究发现和现代社会人们的睡眠特点。可推知，文章可能选自科学研究。故选D。

D

American businessman Tom Stevens thinks that a robot dog could help people with Alzheimer's disease. He recently presented a test of a yellow dog to old people of a nursing home in California.

To develop the device, Stevens company Tombot worked with Jim Henson's Creature Shop, a company set up by the famous creator of the Muppets.

Stevens believes the robot dog, which moves its head from side to side and shakes its tail, can help people with Alzheimer's. It is also easier to care for than a real dog, he said. The robot has 16 motors to control its movements and has sensors that cause it to respond to voice commands and discover how people are touching it.

Stevens said he came up with the idea for the robot after his mother was diagnosed with Alzheimer's in 2011[image: image3.wmf].

 Stevens had a background in investing in robotics and he wondered whether the technology could help people like his mother.

The Sage Mountain nursing home is a place where many people suffer from Alzheimer's disease and other memory-related illnesses. People there often pet the robot, which puts smiles on their faces. “The dog is very interactive, the tail shaking, responding to them calling her name.” said Caroline Gibson, a spokeswoman for the nursing home. She added that it was "rally, amazing" to see the nursing home's old people feel at ease.

Tombot plans to have its first commercial sales of its robot dogs in 2020. It will enter a robot dog market that includes Sony's Aibo, among others. P&S Market Research guesses that the market for personal robots may reach over. $30 billion by 2022.
