As far as I can recall, I have often been told that I am too serious. I admit that I’m very serious most of the time but not too serious, because seriousness has always been very natural to me. I believe this is because of my desire to always improve myself and my dislike of imperfection. As a result, I am hyper-critical of everyone including myself, everything I do, and even the world around me. Therefore, I think you’ll also agree that I’m an expert at being serious and it may be a surprise that I tell you there are several problems with being too serious.
1. Stress: Being serious all the time can be very stressful. For instance , the feeling of always having to be solemn( 过于苛刻 ) and responsible can be overwhelming.
2. Worry: When people are too serious, they tend to worry a lot. Even insignificant issues become worrisome.
3. Anxiety: People who are too serious tend to have great expectations or fears that preoccupy(使忧心忡忡) them.
4. Depression: When serious people concentrate mostly on serious issues that are mostly out of their control, they tend to become more depressed.
5. Decision making: When someone is full of stress, worry, anxiety and depression, they are less clearheaded to think logically and carefully.
6. Boredom: serious individuals tend to become more bored with common matters.
7. Interactions: Being too serious can negatively affect interactions with other people, thus resulting in poor social skills and fewer friends.
Fortunately, there is a simple and easy suggestion to help anyone become less serious. Just set aside some time each day when no important tasks need to be done. This will be the down time to just relax. Don’t do anything stressful which tends to aggravate your seriousness. Instead, I recommend bicycling, jogging, walking, or even just talking with a friend which can make you relaxed. Try this tip to lighten you up!

Bedazzling (眼花缭乱) with their bright colors and eye-catching displays, fireworks light up our night skies during the holidays. However, these crowd-pleasers can have some damaging side effects.
Once a firework is set off, it only takes a couple of seconds before smoke, dust and harmful chemicals are let out into the atmosphere. The loud booming noises are caused by gunpowder. While the sounds may excite some people, they can be frightening to domestic and wild animals--as well as some humans.
The pretty colors you see are a result of more chemicals. Barium, added to make green, is known for its poisonous and radioactive qualities. Blue comes from copper compounds. Cadmium, lithium and lead---all found in fireworks---have been linked to diseases, such as allergies and skin rashes in both humans and animals. Acid rain has been linked to gases given off by fireworks, which sometimes go beyond the toxin (霉素) limits of the United States Clean Air Act.
Once all those chemicals come back down to the ground, they can cause problems too. Debris (碎片) from the fireworks falls to the ground, where animals can burn their paws or noses on piping hot pieces. Humans also are at risk of stepping on or picking up something sharp or hot. Meanwhile, debris that finds its way into waterways can damage animal habitats and water supply sources.
Instead of setting off fireworks, try to come up with some new ways for fun. Here are some ideas to get you started:
Sky lanterns---a tradition that originated long ago in the most-populated Asian country.
Party crackers a favorite in the United Kingdom--- give you noise and surprises without the mess of fireworks. You can make your own or buy eco-friendly crackers.
Want noise excitement with less volume? Consider a fireworks sound recording beforehand or break out the party horns (号角) and blow up a storm.

American and British people both speak English of course. But sometimes it does not seem like the same language. In fact, there are some important differences between British English and American English.
First of all, they sound very different. Often, Americans don't say each word separately. They say several words together. Americans may say "I dunno" instead of "I don't know." Or they may say "Whaddya say?" instead of "What did you say?" However, the British are more careful in their speech. They usually say all the words and keep them separate.
Also, some letters have different sounds. For example, the Americans say the "'a" in half like the "a" in cat. But the British say the "a" in half like the "o" in soft. Sound is not only the difference between British English and American English. Words sometimes have different meanings too. Some American words are never used in England. The same thing is true of some British words in America. For example, the vocabulary for cars and driving is very different. Americans drive trucks, but in England people drive lorries.
Many expressions are also different in the two countries. In England, if you are going to telephone your friends, you "'phone them up". In America, you "'give them a call". When you are saying goodbye in England you might say "Cheerio! "In America you might say "See you later. "
There're also some differences in grammar. For example, Americans usually use the helping verb "do" when they ask a question. They say "Do you have a storybook? " But the British often leave out the helping verb. They say "Have you a storybook?"
All these differences can be confusing if you are learning English. But most languages are like this. Languages change over time. When people live in separate places, the languages change in different ways. This is what has happened to English. It can also happen to other languages, such as French. Many people in Canada speak French but their French is very different from the French of France.

A new study shows that shy preschool children are at greater academic risk than chatty and outgoing peers. The study shows that children displaying shy and lonely behavior early in the preschool year started out with the lowest academic skills and showed the slowest gains across the year.
  “Everybody wants their children to be ready for kindergarten, to know their ABCs and to be able to count, but they sometimes don’t understand that having social-emotional readiness is equally important,” said Dr. Rebecca J.Bulotsky-Shearer.
  Behavioral problems in the classroom arise when there is a difference between the child’s developmental skills and the expectations of the school environment, according to the researchers. The findings suggest that children who are shy in the classroom have trouble engaging in activities and learning.
  The study analyzes information from 4,417 prekindergarten children in the Head Start Program, aged 3 to 5, from a diverse population, living in a large urban district of the northeast. The teachers assessed the emotional and behavioral characteristics, as well as the academic progress of each child, at three times during the preschool year.
  The findings show that older kids and girls tended to be better adjusted, exhibited less behavioral problems, and had higher levels of social literacy(读写能力), language and math skills. “Preschool children who are very bashful tend to ‘disappear within the classroom,’” said Elizabeth R. Bell, a co-author of the study.
   “It appears that while these children are not causing problems in the school, they are also not engaging in classroom activities or interactions(互动), where almost all learning occurs during this age.” The results also raise the possibility that children who are loud and disruptive(制造混乱的) may be more likely to get the teacher’s attention and benefit from specific educational strategies.
  The researcher hopes the new findings encourage teachers to identify children who need help in specific areas. This is especially important within early childhood programs such as Head Start, serving a diverse population of low-income children and families.
