TAIBEI—Increasing numbers of Taiwanese students are joining the island’s “China rush”, seeking education on the Chinese mainland（中国大陆）.


According to official Chinese figures（数字）, the number of Taiwanese students admitted into college and postgraduate(研究生)programmes on the mainland totaled 461 in 1996, 928 in 1997 and 839 in 1998. Although no latest official numbers were available, Netbig.com said this number had risen between 30 to 50 percent annually（每年）in the past two years with well over 1000 entering mainland campuses（大学校园）last year.
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The Internet site, based in the Chinese city of Shenzhen, provides education service and information on Chinese mainland colleges and universities . “Many Taiwanese believe a Chinese education giving more knowledge about the people and culture in the mainland will increase their chances in the Chinese job market”, Netbig.com vice-president Ingrid Huang said. “I believe it will give me hands-on experience in the business field in the Chinese mainland and a better understanding of the Chinese mainland people,” said Lydia Chang, a 19-year-old majoring in journalism at Shih Shin University. Chang plans to go on to get a master’s degree（硕士学位） in business administration in Shanghai, which she says offers the best environment for such studies.


A journalism graduate student, surnamed Lin, at the National Taiwan University said he would like to study law on the Chinese mainland since “there will be better career prospects（前途） now that more Taiwanese companies are going there.”


Some business executives（主管） were sending their children to study in the Chinese mainland. “They hope the children could build up connections which could later become useful in their business operations,” said Yang Ching-yao, professor of the Chinese mainland studies. A Netbig.com survey showed the campuses favored by Taiwanese students included Beijing, Qinghua and Renmin universities in Beijing, and Jinan and Zhongshan universities in Guangzhou. The most popular studies were law, business and Chinese medicine.

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Since animals think in pictures, one can “talk” to them without words. For example, there are hand signals that convey everything from “sit” to “I’ll be back soon.”
In dog language, being petted (抚摸) on top of the head by a stranger is an aggressive act. Try a more calm approach; crouch down (蹲下) or stand with your side turned to the dog, don’t make eye contact for very long, keep words to a whisper and wait for the dog to approach you. Then pet the side closest to you. Never reach over a dog. If you decide to touch a dog’s head, it is much nicer to go for the side of the face or under the chin.
Calming signals are used in most dog-to-dog interactions to avoid or end conflict. If we understand these often gestures, we have a better chance of being sympathetic and living in harmony with dogs.
Has your dog ever yawned (打呵欠),and you thought he was tired? Well, yawning is generally a calming signal. The dog is trying to tell another dog or his human that the moment is too intense（紧张的）—for example, when we play or train too hard with our dogs and everyone needs a break.ziyuanku.com
Here are some other common calming signals:
Turning the head to avoid eye contact when meeting. This is like saying,“Nothing to worry about here.”
Nose licking, scratching or refusal to look in your direction. These are often used to let people know they are petting, playing or training too intensely. Take a break or change your approach.
Hip or butt bump. These say,“I like and trust you,” or “Would you mind scratching（挠） my back !”
Cocking（竖起） head from side to side. Dogs may do this when they hear a strange noise or when you try to tell them a story. It means something like,“I’m not quite sure I understand.”
