Two people are walking towards each other along a narrow pavement --- who gives way?

If it is you, you fall into the 25 percent of people who prefer to step aside. Another 25 percent like to pass first, making the other person stand to one side. The remaining 50 percent make up the third type of pedestrian(行人) and vary(变化) their strategy.

The findings come from study in which researchers from the Technical University of Munich paired up (组成对)20 strangers and asked them to walk towards each other without colliding(碰撞) and without speaking.

The volunteers also filled in personality questionnaires(个性问卷) and were measured and weighed.

Interestingly, physical factors such as age, height and gender(性别) seemed to have nothing to do with pavement etiquette(礼仪). Nor did qualities such as extraversion(外向性) or shyness, the Journal of Experimental Psychology reports. In other words, some of us seem to be simply born to push past(从......身边挤过).Ziyuanku.com
A second experiment showed that the person who passes first isn’t as rude as they may firstly appear. It seems they do tend to adjust(调整) their path --- just not enough to avoid a collision(碰撞). As a result, it is only when the second person moves out of the way that the problem is solved.

Etiquette expert William Hanson said that the custom of men walking on the outside of the pavement to protect women from traffic and other dangers has fallen by the wayside.

Mr Hanson said: “Traditionally, men let the woman they were travelling along with walk closest to the building, away from the pavement edge.”

How to avoid that embarrassing 'pavement dance'

The German study doesn’t solve what to do in the common but embarrassing situation, in which both pedestrians repeatedly avoid out of each other’s way in the same direction, giving the impression of dancing together on the pavement.

But Mr Hanson said: “I tend to pick a side of the pavement, stick to it, and politely gesture to the empty space for the stranger to use.”

When young people begin to live independently, home-hunting can be difficult. But they would do well to remember that a new choice is available --- micro-homes.

Fondly(天真地) called “tiny houses,” these houses have all living necessities in a small package, including kitchen, bedroom and bathroom. Generally under 50 square meters, most tiny houses can hold just one or two persons though some claim(声称) the space for more. What’s lost in size is not lost in design(设计) as these homes are often quite modern in design.

Besides an attractive appearance, tiny houses can also have practical features(特点). Making the best of urban(都市的) space, the 72-to-122-centimeter-wide Keret House in Warsaw, the world’s narrowest home, filled in an alley(小巷). The home Ecocapsule uses solar power, wind power and rainwater collection to enable its owner to live practically anywhere. 

Although micro-homes are attractive, there are a few disadvantages to consider before getting comfortable on a minicouch. Moving into a tiny house, you should throw away unnecessary things. It is also mostly impossible to invite guests. And finally, a micro-home is likely a temporary(暂时的) living choice for most people since they will probably start families and own more things.

Though the limitation will scare some, there is usually a benefit. A small size results in low prices and small bills, making tiny houses easier to save up for. And though you won’t have many things around the house, it makes it easy and simple to keep it clean. Micro-homes are also eco-friendly, which can’t be matched by other homes. They probably aren’t for everyone or forever, but when it comes to your next (or first) home, they could be just what you need.

Of course, she wasn’t really my aunt and, out of fear, I never called her that to her face.
