  Like anyone who lives in a major city. Doniece Sandoval, a successful businessperson, sees homeless people everywhere. Two years ago, when Sandoval, then 51，happened upon a young woman crying uncontrollably under an overpass at the San Francisco Design Center,she stopped to listen. The woman said sadly “I’ll never be clean.” Sandoval realized how hard it is for homeless people to clean their own bodies.
Sandoval could have stopped there. She could have written letters to nonprofits(非赢利性组织）, or to City Hall, asking someone else to set up more public showers. Instead, she started Lava Mae (Spanish for“wash me”). It is a nonprofit with a new idea: Take old, unused city buses and retrofit（翻新）them with fully functioning showers for homeless people who can use them for nothing. By early next year, the organization's first retrofitted bus will be taken to the streets of San Francisco.

 “The design of our buses was based on discussions with homeless people,” Sandoval said. For example, many homeless women expressed concern for their safety and privacy while showering. As a result, Sandoval and her team designed two separate bathrooms in each bus, one of which is for persons with disabilities. Each room includes not only a shower, but also a toilet, a sink, and a space to store one’s things. Each bus will permit around 30 people to shower on a given day. Once all the buses are running, they will be able to provide more than 2,000 showers per week.

This is not a campaign to "end homelessness", Sandoval pointed out. Some 10 to 15 percent of the homeless population is chronically（长期地）so, and a shower won’t change that. What a shower will do, though, is enable some of them who have lost their dignity（尊严）to retrieve a bit of it, even if only for a few minutes or the few hours that cleanliness lasts.

 Canada cruises

 In a country bordered by two oceans and filled with uncountable numbers of lakes, finding a Canada cruise（乘船游览）is an easy task. Whatever region of the country you find yourself in, there is sure to be a Canada cruise suited to your liking.

 One of the most popular Canada cruises takes you through the Inside Passage up to Alaska. Vancouver in British Columbia is a major starting point for such cruises. These popular cruises from Canada take over 1 million people a year on this breathtaking journey up north. If you are in Vancouver during the summertime, you can see five cruise ships waiting for passengers at the scenic Canada Place Pier.

Holland America offers two routes leaving from Vancouver: Glacier Discovery Cruises and Glacier Bay Inside Passage Cruises. Both routes travel through glacial waters, often with sightings of whales and other wildlife. Besides the wonderful scenery, the frontier towns and the Northern Lights, Holland America also provides onboard naturalists to interpret the views from deck. All cruise ships offer shows and entertainment, pools, gyms and massive amounts of food in case the scenery fails to hold your attention.

On the other side of the country, Canada cruises on the St. Lawrence River draw crowds. Leaving from Kingston are Ontario cruises of the Thousand Islands. The St. Lawrence leaves from the dock at the foot of Brock Street. The Island Queen cruises up the river. The Island Star serves lunch or dinner on the cruises which last over three hours.

On the same river, but leaving from Montreal CMTA Group offers one-week cruises, leaving every Friday. These cruise ships offer scenic views of the Iles de la Madeleine archipelago, the Gaspesie peninsula, the town of Perce, Bonaventure Island, and Quebec City. You will feel like one of the early Canadian discoverers as you take their river route through early settlement lands.

Carrots are grown on farms and in family gardens throughout the world. Carrots are easy to raise and easy to harvest. They taste good. 

When people think of carrots, they usually picture in their mind a vegetable that is long, thin and orange in color. But carrots come in many different sizes and shapes. And not all carrots are orange. For the best results, carrots should be grown in sandy soil that does not hold water for a long time. The soil also should have no rocks. To prepare your carrot garden, dig up the soil, loosen it and turn it over. Then, mix in some plant material or animal fertilizer. Weather, soil conditions and age will affect the way carrots taste. Experts say warm days, cool nights and a medium soil temperature are the best conditions for growing carrots that taste great.

Carrots need time to develop their full sugar content. This gives them their taste. If they are harvested too early, they will not have enough sugar. But carrots loose their sweetness if you wait too long to remove them from the ground. The best way to judge if a carrot is ready to be harvested is by its color. Usually, the brighter the color, the better the taste.

Carrots are prepared and eaten many different ways. They are cut in thin pieces and added to other vegetables. They are cooked by themselves or added to stews. Or, once they are washed, they are eaten just as they come out of the ground.
