Be aware of those who use the truth to deceive(欺骗). When someone tells you something that is   36  , but leaves out important information that should be   37  , he can create a false impression.

This kind of deception happens too often. It’s a sad fact of life: Lies are lies, and sometimes the truth can   55   as well.

Nothing ruins an otherwise perfect day like getting stuck in a traffic jam. By planning your journey ahead, however, you can avoid most congestion. There are also a number of technological tools that can help you skirt traffic issues, even in real time. You can also consider changing the times you travel at and transportation methods, especially if you live in an area that is constantly prone（易于…的） to traffic jams. With a little planning, you'll reach your destination without raising your blood pressure. 

Listen to traffic reports before you begin your journey. Local television news programs often give morning and afternoon traffic reports to help commuters. Some locations also have dedicated traffic radio. Tune into these before you get in the car. If it sounds like traffic is backed up on your normal route, take one of your alternatives.

Put your GPS to work. Many GPS systems have built-in traffic flow monitoring. These can alert you when a route is affected by a traffic jam. Some can even automatically change your route to a clearer one. Check the instructions for your model to see what capabilities it has, and how to set up the traffic monitoring features.

Use traffic apps. The navigation tools built into most smartphones have the ability to detect traffic problems, much like dedicated GPS devices. There are also apps like Waze that you can install and use to help avoid traffic jams. 

Traffic apps may have special features like real time camera feeds to view traffic conditions, or social features to help you connect with other drivers and learn about various routes.

Don’t fear the HOV lane. Cities that have freeways often devote one of the lanes to High Occupancy Vehicles (HOVs), or ones that have at least two people riding in them (including the driver). These almost always have fewer cars, which means less congestion. Give the HOV lane a chance and see if it helps you avoid jams.

New research suggests that climate change may have been responsible for the end of ancient Mayan civilization, which started in 1500 BC.

According to findings published in the November issue of Science, scientists have found evidence to support the idea that a sudden and complete change in weather led to a long dry period. As a result of it, agricultural productivity(生产力)decreased rapidly, which finally caused the end of ancient Mayan civilization. Instead of being man-made, scientists think El Nino(厄尔尼诺)events led to the weather change.

The findings came after Professor Douglas Kennett led an international team including researchers from the US, Belize, Switzerland and Germany to study the stalagmites(石笋)in caves. Rain got into the caves and combined with the wet limestone, and finally the two formed stalagmites. Rain can give scientists some information as to how wet the area was at particular point in history. Kennett’s team focused on a single cave in the Belize jungles located near four Mayan sites. They pulled a 22-inch stalagmite from deep within the cave and used its chemical record to guide the way. They found that there were droughts(干旱)lasting many years between 900 and 1100. Those dates were the same periods of great suffering in Mayan history.

During dry periods there were wars---common for cultures struggling over resources and the changes of political rulers. The worst drought from 1020 to 1100 happened to be the accepted end of Mayan culture itself. But Kennett added that the greatest periods of rainfall “saw” that Mayan culture thrived from 450 to 660 and “saw” the founding of its greatest cities.

It is natural for young people to be critical of their parents at times and to blame them for most of the misunderstandings between them. They have always complained, more or less justly, that their parents are out of touch with modern ways; that they are possessive and dominant(支配的); that they do not trust their children to deal with crises; that they talk too much about certain problems — and that they have no sense of humor, at least in parent-child relationships.

　　I think it is true that parents often underestimate their teenage children and also forget how they themselves felt when young.
　　Young people often irritate（惹怒） their parents with their choices in clothes and hairstyles, in entertainers and music. This is not their motive. They feel cut off from the adult world into which they have not yet been accepted. So they create a culture and society of their own. Then, if it turns out that their music or entertainers or vocabulary or clothes or hairstyles irritate their parents, this gives them additional enjoyment. They feel they are superior, at least in a small way, and that they are leaders in style and taste.

　　Sometimes you are resistant and proud because you do not want your parents to approve of what you do. If they did approve, it looks as if you are betraying your own age group. But in that case, you are assuming that you are the underdog: you can’t win but at least you can keep your honor. This is a passive way of looking at things. It is natural enough after long years of childhood, when you were completely under your parents’ control. But it ignores the fact that you are now beginning to be responsible for yourself.

If you plan to control your life, co-operation can be part of that plan. You can charm others, especially your parents, into doing things the way you want. You can impress others with your sense of responsibility and initiative（积极性）, so that they will give you the authority to do what you want to do.
