T．J.first became aware of (注意到) people going hungry when he saw a man at a traffic light holding a sign asking for help. He was worried that the man didn't have enough money to buy food, so T．J. and his mom looked online for an answer. They discovered Hunger Free Colorado. Inspired (受到启示) by the group's work, T．J. decided to raise money for the hungry.

Calling on his friends for help, T．J. organized kids' club meetings at his house.“We set up a little camping tent I got for my birthday, and we have meetings in there，” he said.“We talk about what we're going to do next.”

At one of their first gatherings, T．J. and his friends made dog food to sell in their area. Later, they ran a lemonade stand that also offered coffee and ice cream. More events followed. The club planned and held a neighborhood movie night, which was a success .Then they planned a movie night at their school. T.J. invited a spokesperson from Hunger Free Colorado to join them. They told the 75 children how the event would benefit (有助于) kids in the state. T.J. ran the event from beginning to end, including making sure that everything was cleaned up and back to normal afterward.

The traditional Chinese Longtaitou Festival, or Dragon­Head­Raising Festival, falls on the second day of the second lunar month every year, and recognizes the start of spring and farming.This year it falls on February 24.

Ancient people  believed  that  after this day, rainfall increases because the rain­bringing Dragon King has awakened from his winter sleep.A well­known phrase goes, “Er yue er, long tai tou，”meaning, “On the second day of the second month, the dragon lifts his head. ”

The festival celebrates ancient agrarian Chinese culture, and while some of traditional ways to celebrate it are no longer practiced, others continue to exist.

The most famous tradition is getting a haircut.Some believe that going to the barber on this day gets rid of bad luck, while others believe getting a haircut during the first month of the lunar calendar brings bad luck.Another saying warns that cutting your hair in the first month will cause your uncle to die.Although today few pay attention to it, it was once a tradition to line up outside barbershops on the day of Longtaitou.

People eat tofu balls in East China's Fujian Province during the festival, and often make tofu and vegetable balls to pray for family and business.Fried beans are the traditional festival food for people in parts of Shandong Province. Eating chengyao cakes, which are made with sticky rice, during the festival is a tradition in Suzhou, East China's Jiangsu Province, owing to the saying, “If you eat chengyao cakes on Longtaitou, your waist won't hurt all year. ” Meanwhile other foods, like noodles, dumplings, and spring rolls, are named after dragon body parts to mark the day.Noodles are dragon's beard (long xu), dumplings are dragon's ears (long er), spring rolls dragon's scales (long lin)．

Who're happier, men or women? Research shows it's a complex question and that asking whether males or females are happier isn't really that helpful, because basically, happiness is different for women and men.

Women's happiness has been declining for the past 30 years, according to recent statistics. And research shows that women are twice as likely to experience depression compared with men. Gender (性别) differences in depression are well confirmed and studies have found that biological, psychological(心理的) and social factors contribute to the difference.

Early studies on gender and happiness found men and women were socialized to express different feelings. Women are more likely to express happiness, warmth and fear, which help with social bonding and appear more consistent with the traditional role as a primary caregiver, while men display more anger, pride and disrespect, which are more consistent with a protector and provider role.

Recent research suggests that these differences are not just socially, but also genetically related. Studies have looked into these findings further and discovered that females use more areas of the brain containing mirror neurons (镜像神经元) than males when they process feelings. Mirror neurons allow us to experience the world from other people's view, to understand their actions and intentions. This may explain why women can experience deeper sadness. Women tend to experience more negative feelings, such as more guilt, shame and to a lesser degree, embarrassment.

Psychologically it seems men and women differ in the way they process and express feelings. With the exception of anger, women experience feelings more strongly and share their feelings more openly with others. Studies have found in particular that women express more appreciation — which has been linked to greater happiness. This supports the theory that women's happiness is more dependent on relationships than men's.
